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Thank you for your interest in the Kehillath Israel Nursery School. On this website you will find an enrollment application
for the 2012-2013 school year, and a 2012-2013 tuition contract. Our 2012-2013 tuition fees will be determined in the
spring of 2011.

Children who will be 2 years old by September 30, 2012 are eligible for our toddler program. Children who will be
between 2.9 years though 5 years by September 30, 2012 are eligible for our preschool. All preschool children will be
assigned to classes in August 2012 based on their chronological age.

If you are certain you would like to enroll your child at KINS, we strongly recommend you bring your application to us in person
on Friday, May 6, 2011. We open our doors and begin accepting applications from 8:00am-8:30am in Novakoff Hall. There is
always a line, but it’s worth the wait. All applications received from 8:00am-8:30am will be sorted into the five priority groups
shown below. Acceptances are determined in the order of these priority groups. If more applications arrive than there are spaces
available in a priority group, a lottery within each priority group will be held. Any application that arrives after 8:30am will be
date and time stamped in order of receipt. The wait list begins with those families who waited in line from 8:00am-
8:30am on May 6, 2011 and will be maintained on a first-come, first-serve basis.

All applications and acceptances are subject to the Director’s discretion, as well as a child’s placement in a group in which
s/he appears to fit best.

If you would like to enroll your child, please return the enclosed application, one signed tuition contract (keep the other
copy for your records), and two separate checks made payable to Kehillath Israel Nursery School: one check for $50.00
(a non-refundable application fee) and one check for $350.00 (a non-refundable tuition deposit which will be deposited
upon acceptance) per child.
